1. Column K contains the scores used for percentile ranks, so in column L type “=100*percentrank(K:K, K2, 2)” K:K indicates that you are using all the scores in column K. K2 indicates the cell/score selected for the percentile rank. The last “2” indicates the number of digits you want returned (2 will contain no decimal places)

2. After typing the formula, push “Enter.”

3. With your mouse highlight cell L2 and all of the L cells that have a corresponding score in the K column.

4. Click “Ctrl + D” and the formula will automatically fill in the highlighted cells in column L.

5. You now have a set of local norms.
